· Leadership

· Publications

· Presentations

· Teaching

· Mentoring

· Research

· Technology

· Administration

· Special Projects

II. AWARD CYCLE

The Marla Graber Award for Excellence and Achievement is awarded annually to one or two individuals. In any year, if there are no appropriate candidates, the association may elect not to present the award. Nominations will be solicited in the fall with a submission deadline of February 28.  Recipients will be approved by the voting Executive Committee in March and awarded at the CCML Annual Meeting in April.
